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Introduction
The Organizing Committee of the Conference asks to use this template file during the preparation of abstracts, preserving the structure and design of the page elements and not changing the style of the table presented.

Structure and Length of document
The total length of abstracts collected, in accordance with the requirements of this template, should not exceed two pages, including title, drawings, applications, etc.

It is required to include the title of the article, information about the authors at the end of the article. If desired, the author can divide the article into sections with headings, written in capital letters in bold, 14 font. The following auxiliary parts may contain the following sections: "References", "Contact information", "Acknowledgments", "Definitions, notations and abbreviations" and "Applications". Changes to the wording of these headings and the order of their passage is not allowed, but unnecessary sections can be omitted.

Style requirements
The main text of the document should be typed with single-line spacing, in size 12, "Times New Roman" font. Do not use paragraph indents. Spacing between paragraphs should be set to 6 pt. Automatic hyphenation is not allowed. If you want to focus the reader's attention on specific fragments of the text, it is recommended to use italics. Color text is not allowed.

All illustrations should be made in shades of gray or black and white and duplicated by separate raster format image files (jpg, gif, png, etc.). In the text of the abstract, drawings and captions are aligned in the middle of the page and italicized. Authors should independently attend to the issue of text readability in drawings and the intelligibility of lines of scale. You cannot edit images with Word. The position of drawings is "in text"; The use of flow patterns and their floating arrangement is not allowed.

When using formulas in the text, they should be typed in Microsoft Equation or MathType editors, avoiding Cyrillic symbols if possible. In this case, the font of the main characters must be set to 12 pt.
